Follow-up Assessment of Writing Improvement
1.  Describe how your writing has changed since the workshop.  Consider how you are applying planning, drafting, and revising strategies.  Consider the feedback you’re receiving from readers and reviewers.

My writing has improved for the better. I notice when I correspond the recipients ask fewer questions. I feel my e-mails are clear and more detailed. My writing has improved greatly. 
2.  What one topic from the workshop have you found most beneficial?  Explain how this has helped your writing progress.

The most beneficial topic was organizing and collecting information using the inverted pyramid. This process helps me organize my thoughts and what I want to write. 

3.  What still causes you problems when writing?  

Drafting, I’m still editing as I write the first draft.

I need to discipline my self when it comes to drafting. I need more practice.
